Friday Visit the churches to mediate upon the Stations of the Cross

Saturday Guided Holy Hour and Benediction followed by Confessions in St. Ciandn’s Duleek
Sunday Invite a relative or friend who hasn’t been for a while to come with you to Mass

Invite your spouse or family or even a friend to join with you in doing these Lenten events. Maybe
offer to travel together from the other faith communities of Bellewstown, Donore and Rossnaree
to participate in Christian solidarity as we recall the words of Jesus, “Where two or three are
gathered in my name, | am there with you”. In each of our churches a Cross will be displayed
for Lent, whatever crosses you may be carrying, please come and place your pain or burden or
affliction or addiction before Jesus, as we make this journey of Lent 2025.
